Catalogs and 

magazines of high 

gloss paper only 

Sorted Office Paper: 

Photocopy, 

notebook, typing or 

computer paper and 

envelopes. 

 

Glass: 

Clear, brown, and 

green glass bottles 

and jars. Labels do 

not have to be 

removed. No plate 

glass, mirrors or 

window glass. 

 

Don’t Forget  

to Sort! 

 

Tin: 

Tin cans, labels 

removed and rinsed 

thoroughly. Place lid 

in bottom of can. No 

aluminum foil or 

baking pans. 

 

Plastic: 

Bottles or jugs that 

have not stored 

automotive fluid. #1 

and #2, lids 

removed and rinsed. 

No yogurt, cottage 

cheese or butter 

tubs.
